YOUR CAR’S ITV     
INSPECTION 

 
a. If your car is 4 years old 

it needs an ITV and 
thereafter every 2 
years. If your vehicle is 
10 years old it 
needs an ITV 
every year 

b. You will need 
both parts of 
your Spanish 
log book. Hand both to 
the receptionist who 
passes them to an 
inspector ( Pay for test 
….this varies from type 
of vehicle ) and you will 
be informed which lane 
to take your vehicle** 

c. When called, drive 
slowly into bay, turn off 
engine and open the 
bonnet so the inspector 
can compare chassis 
number with the 
documents 

d. After the test, take 
vehicle back around to 
office. Favourable 
means it has passed 
with no faults, 

favourable con defectos 
means it has passed 
with a small fault and 
desfavourable means 
the car has failed 

e. On the inspection sheet 
you will see part D 

which itemises 
fault(s). Take 
the car and the 
ITV inspection 

sheet to a garage 
for repair. When 
repaired, return to iTV 
station where you will 
have to pay a portion of 
the amount you paid for 
the first inspection. You 
will then receive a 
‘favourable’ on your 
inspection sheet, your 
documents and an ITV 
sticker 

f. Attach ITV sticker to top 
right corner of the 
windscreen 

 
  ** if there are many       
vehicles waiting, you 
could be in for a few 
hours wait!!
